A LETTER FROM DEACON RAY HEAP

Dear Brothers & Sisters,

It has been a great blessing to have resided in St. Angela Merici Parish
since it began in 1965, and most especially to have been able to function
as a permanent deacon in my home parish for 44 years. This parish
community has been a part of my “extended-family” for 55 wonderful
years, and in this, God has granted me the privilege of associating with so
many of His most faithful and dedicated children. For that, | am most
grateful.

But the time has come for me to resign as a permanent deacon from
active ministry in the parish, and to curtail considerably my ministry as a
chaplain at East Jefferson General Hospital due mostly to age related
health problems that limit my mobility. It is times like this that compel
me to think back to how this journey all began and to where it has taken
me and Marilyn.

My journey into the diaconate probably has its roots in my being a lector

for Sunday Mass that was celebrated in Leon’s Restaurant while the church was being built. Sometime
later, when | was St. Angela Merici Parish Council President, the Catholic Charismatic Renewal was
granted use of our church for its weekly prayer meetings and Mass so | attended as an observer. These
encounters caused me to become acutely aware of God'’s love for me. This lead to a deepening of my faith
in God and His church, and a relationship with Jesus that created a great desire in me to read Scripture so
to love and serve God more.

In the early 1970’s, the permanent diaconate in the Catholic Church was being revived and Fr. Favalora
(now retired Archbishop Favalora) approached me to consider studying to become a permanent deacon.
My “yes” lead to being ordained in this archdiocese’s second class of permanent deacons in 1976, twenty
years into my marriage. The early years of the diaconate were quite experimental and contentious with
resistance in some places within the archdiocese, but never here at St. Angela. The people of SAM have
always made me feel welcomed and special.

The great generosity, enthusiasm, cooperation and hospitality of our parishioners was vividly
demonstrated to me during my final year of diaconate formation when as co-chair of the Vietnamese
Resettlement Program, the parish volunteered to resettle a family of nine refugees. Twelve committees
were formed to do things such as: find a home, furniture, furnishings, household items, and employment
for them, as well as to assist them in shopping and in navigating our educational system from college to
grade school. This was a very special time that taught me much about serving and ministering God'’s love.
Some of my fondest memories are of having baptized many babies (some of whom are parishioners
today), of serving at the altar, witnessing marriages, visiting the homebound to bring the Eucharist,
praying the Rosary at wake services of our beloved deceased, and ministering at funerals and burials.

It was during Msgr. Crosby Kern's tenure at St. Angela Merici that | was called to be a chaplain at East
Jefferson General Hospital where | have served for 38 years, meanwhile being involved with liturgies at
SAM. Serving the sick, the dying and ministering to their families, especially St. Angela Merici parishioners,
has brought tremendous satisfaction to me. Although there were times of sorrow, God has always found a
way to fill me with joy and much gratification serving in this capacity.

| consider myself extremely blessed to have had the honor of serving the parishioners of St. Angela Merici,
and many others in the wider area of East Jefferson. Regrettably, my presence on the altar has ceased, but
please know that | remain available to be of service to my St. Angela family whenever possible.

If we are unable to answer a call, please
leave a message with their name and preferred
contact phone number and someone will return
their call within the next business day to complete
the intake and schedule an appointment. All calls
are completely confidential.

Greetings my friends at St Angela!

| thought | would use my opportunity to write a letter in
the bulletin to reflect on my diaconal ministry. Many of you
may recall that | was ordained in December of 2010. There
were only 10 of us left after Katrina took away many of those
who had initially discerned a vocation to the diaconate. We
became known as the class of hope and perseverance.
Like most deacons, | have been blessed to be able to baptize
children and | have also had the honor of witnessing several
marriages. | also have the privilege of serving as a Master of
Ceremonies for the Archdiocese. Being an MC, | have
traveled from one end of the Archdiocese to the other,
literally. I've been to St John the Baptist (both in Paradis and Folsom) and to
Annunciation in Bogalusa (twice!).

But, | have to say that the ministry that has made me feel the most humble has been

my involvement with the Substance Addiction Ministry. Several years ago, when Fr Beau
asked me to lead this ministry, working alongside Lisa Carroll, a registered addiction
counselor, | thought: “How can | do this? | know nothing about addiction.” In fact, it
turned out that what little | thought | knew about addiction was totally wrong. | grew up
being told that people who had a substance addiction such as alcoholism or an
addiction to heroin were simply weak and not trying hard enough.

What we now know about the science of addiction is that it is, in fact, both a spiritual
and a physical disease. The mental picture that | had was debunked at the very first
meeting we had here. People who are addicted come from all walks of life, and for
many, the addiction occurred as the result of pain medication prescribed after some
trauma such as a surgery or an accident. People who are addicted do NOT want to have
the disease any more than someone with diabetes wants to have that disease. In both
cases, it is something they will have to live with for the rest of their lives, but — there is
hope in recovery.

And what | have also come to understand is that it's well known that those who are
afflicted with addiction are not the only ones who suffer; those who love and care for
them are also affected. Those affected by addiction struggle to help their loved ones
and often feel helpless in the face of their loved one’s addiction.

Through the Substance Addiction Ministry, we provide help and hope through
professional referrals, information, and spiritual support. We are here for you.
| am grateful to be able to serve here at St Angela. God bless!

SAINT KATERI TEKAKWITHA
(1656-1680)

Feast Day: July 14

Though the New York State
Thruway runs close by the
North American Martyrs'’
Shrine, traffic's roar never
pierces the peace enveloping
Auriesville—Ossernon to
Native Americans—in the
lovely Mohawk Valley, where
Kateri Tekakwitha was born
barely ten years after the
martyrdom of Isaac Jogues
and his Jesuit and lay
companions. Daughter of a Christian Algonquin mother
and non-Christian Mohawk chief, Kateri's parents died in a
smallpox epidemic widely blamed on the missionaries.
Moreover, many Native Americans had experienced
exploitation at the hands of “Christian” traders and
trappers, further discrediting the faith Kateri embraced in
baptism, then pledged to live even more intensely in
vowed virginity. Misunderstanding led to harassment,
prompting her move to a Christian village farther north
along the Saint Lawrence River. Despite this, Kateri's faith
remained undaunted, her selfless charity undiminished.

Father Beau has asked all of the Deacons to write an article about
themselves that will end up in the bulletin. Deacon Nick was first, followed
by Deacon Ray and Deacon David. And now, they ran out of people so they
scraped the bottom of the barrel and found me. So, here's my story!

| was born to Harry C. Schmidt, Sr. and Anita Barilleaux in 1932 and grew up
in the Church Parish of St. Rose of Limma on Bayou Road and Broad Streets.
| began serving Mass around the age of 9 and haven't stopped yet. Even
during my tour of duty in the U.S. Navy, | had the opportunity to serve Mass
for the Chaplains who came to take care of our spiritual needs.

After an unsuccessful enrollment at Holy Cross High School, | was sent to St.
Stanislaus High School in Bay St. Louis, MS. where, hopefully, my
insufficiencies were corrected. (Some still debate this.)

Fell in love with the Brothers of the Sacred Heart and was almost ready to
head to their Novitiate and then | met my new vocation, Anna Ladner. |
forgot all about the life in ministry and began a life of parenthood to 9
children. | can assure you, they were much more of a challenge than any
ministry the Church has to offer.

However, when our Church brought back the Ministry of Permanent Diaconate |, again, became interested in
serving people and when Deacon Ray Heap was ordained, | saw what beauty the work of God could be when
offered and accepted, so | talked to my Pastor, then Father John Favalora, and he advised me that the class
entrance was closed until the next class, if there would even be one. So, again, | forgot about it, but began
attending morning Mass and serving as a Lector and was appointed one of the first Extra Ordinary Ministers of
the Holy Eucharist in our Parish. That satisfied my thirst for a while until the next call came out 4 years later. |
applied and was accepted and studied for 3 ¥z years, rather than the two years prior to this, and was ordained by
Archbishop Hannan at the Cathedral of St. Louis King of France on December 13,1980. | was then “missioned” to
St. Angela Merici Parish. And then the fun began!

All of you, yes, all of you, opened your arms and hearts to me in the ministry God has chosen for me and allowed
me so many privileges and welcomed me into your lives. You allowed me to hold your children and welcome
them into God's church through Baptism, helping them serve our God on the Altar, celebrate their wedding
ceremonies and the honor of burying your dead; none of which | deserve.

After ordination, | felt a need for “more’ of God'’s love, so | enrolled in a three year course studying the Spiritual
Exercises of St. Ignatius of Loyola and was granted by Archbishop Hannan, the title of Spiritual Director and
Retreat Director. Deacons called, ‘Introduction to Diaconal Ministry” which | taught for about 15 years.

When Archbishop Schulte came on board, | was asked to be one of the Masters of Ceremonies for the Diocese
and | did that for about 25 years. In the meantime when things were lagging, | was also elected to the National
Board of Directors for my normal duties here at St. Angela with Baptisms, Weddings and Funerals as the
Permanent Deacons representing 5 States. This was all in conjunction with well as teaching the R.C.I.A.
program for about 18 years as well as serving on the local Board of Directors and the Selection Board for the
Deacons, not to mention being asked to be the spiritual director for four trips to Medjgorje.

There are other things that happened in the last 40 years, but | don’t want to bore you with them. But this | can
tell you, once you tie yourself to God's apron strings, life gets really interesting. Now that | have stepped down
from the Altar and no longer serving or preaching at Mass, unless asked to do so, | am honored to work with
many people assisting them through the annulment process in order to return to the Sacraments. What a joy
this is for me! To think, | can help some more!

There are so many of you, my extended family, that have given me your love, kindness and prayers through
these years, | don't think | will live long enough to say “thank you” to most of you. But, be assured of a large part
of my daily prayers are for you and your families.

The convenience store owner
chatted animatedly in Arabic with
coworkers, but hardly at all with
his American clientele.

So, | went through
a mental exercise of what | could throw in the river that would float. No one was there, so | walked on past the
Aguarium through Waldenburg Park, and the thought left my mind.

Looping back, there by the Croatian immigrant statue, a homeless man sat on a bench in an old green Army
jacket, head down, blood dripping out of his nose. | walked right by him but felt so bad that | turned around sat
next to him, and | asked if there was anything | could do. He said no, he wished that there was something
someone could do. | returned to the office, and | felt terrible. | could have done so much - fed him, cleaned him
up, listened to his story, got him out of the cold, said a prayer with him. Then | did something | had never done
before — | read the church bulletin and there was a call for deacons. | said to Diane, that maybe | should look
into this and she said, yes, | should. Then everything lined up, like a key to tumblers in a lock. We may not be
the holiest version of ourselves, but we are all called to holiness.

Since becoming a deacon, | visit the Jefferson Parish Correction Center twice weekly, a holy penance. Most
of my co-workers in hotel maintenance while | was in college went to jail and | never saw or sought them again.
(By the way, we could use calendars at the Correctional Center — as you know being locked up it is hard to keep
track of time. No spiral wire calendars, please — they become weapons.)

Post-retirement, | have also been teaching high school science, first at Archbishop Rummel, where |
completed my alternative teaching certification, and now at St. Charles Catholic in LaPlace. Although Father
Michael Schneller and the folks at St. Francis have been most kind to me and gentle in their training,  am
looking forward to coming home and serving at St. Angela. It is such a fine, vibrant place with such good

people.

SAINT MARTHA
(first century)
Feast Day: July 29

Whether you find Martha
Stewart admirable or annoying,
she has the perfect patron saint.
Luke describes Martha—saint, not
Stewart—as “burdened with J
much serving” (Luke 10:40). About
Mary, seated, listening to Jesus,
Martha complained, “Do you not
care that my sister has left me by
myself to do the serving?” Jesus’
response, “Martha, Martha, you are anxious and worried
about many things... Mary has chosen the better
part” (10:41, 42), suggests to some the superiority of the
contemplative life, leaving the rest of us, supporting
families, earning livings, (helping others?), as second-class
Christians. But Luke introduces Martha and Mary
immediately after Jesus' parable of the Good Samaritan,
whom Jesus recommends as a model of practical
compassion, concluding, “Go and do likewise” (10:37). Go
and do! Sit and listen! Discipleship is never either/or but
both/and. Jesus ministered in prayerful silence and
hospitable service. Monastic calendars add Martha’s sister,
Mary, and brother, Lazarus, calling all three “hosts of the
Lord,” recalling their welcome of Jesus to their home in
Bethany, reminding us Whom we welcome
whenever we extend summertime hospitality!

Saint of the Week

SAINT JOHN MARY VIANNEY
(1786-1859)
Feast Day: August 4

A busy pastor jokingly suggests
the secret of John Vianney's holiness:
“He died seventeen years before
telephones!” Call they didn't, but visit
they did, keeping Vianney eighteen
hours a day in the confessional.
Stories abound of reading hearts and
exorcisms, but Vianney's first miracle
was getting ordained. Difficulty with studies
delayed him, prompting the rector’s apology to the
bishop, “So far to ordain just one, especially this
one!” The bishop, who could not know he was
ordaining the future patron saint of parish priests,
replied, “No burden to ordain one good priest!” In
Ars, only an elderly handful attended Mass,

“praying,” one told Vianney, “for a priest with brains.”

But he stayed forty-two years, fulfilling the promise
he made the day he arrived. In a sculpture just
outside the village Vianney points skyward: “Show
me the way to Ars,” he tells a boy, “and I'll show you
the way to heaven.” To someone who feared there
was no heaven beyond the grave, Vianney smiled,
“My child, it would have been heaven enough to
have lived as Jesus’ disciple on earth.”

A LETTER FROM FR. BEAU

Dear Parishioners,

Six years ago this month, my sister, Elise
Charbonnet Angelette, was diagnosed with
metastatic breast cancer. At that time her oldest
child was nine years old and her fifth child was a
newborn. | appealed to the parish for prayer —and
over the last 72 months, you have prayed and
supported Elise and her family in amazing ways. If |
had a nickel for every time | heard the question,
“how'’s your sister?”, | could feed the world!

We recently learned that her case has progressed to a stage that is no
longer treatable. While her brain and body are free of tumors, the cancer
cells have moved to the lining of her brain, and she is no longer a candidate
for further treatment. At this point, the goal is to keep her as comfortable as
possible, along with a lot of prayer and presence.

Her husband, Jason, and their five kids, have carried the cross with Elise over
the last 6 years in ways that are beyond comprehension. My heart breaks
for them.

At the same time, | know that the seeds of faith that God, through Jason
and Elise, have deeply planted in their children’s hearts will carry them
through. | have witnessed miracles in seeing them get through the last 6
years and | am witnessing one now as they walk this final road. Jesus is
doing the heavy lifting, but they are all walking Calvary.

Personally, this has been a lot more difficult than | imagined. Elise is ten
years behind me, and she is the last member of my immediate family that
we expected to go first. While the days have been tough, | find that my
faith is pulling me through too as a brother, brother-in-law and uncle.
Thank you, again, for all of your prayers and support.

| will do my best to keep everyone updated as we go. God love you.

Parish School of Religion (PSR)
Program 2020-2021

“Parents are the first and most important
educators of their own children, and they also
possess a fundamental competence in this area:
they are educators because they are parents.
They share their educational mission with other
individuals or institutions, such as the Church and
State. But the mission of education must always
be carried out in accordance with a proper
application of the principal subsidiarity.”

St. John Paul I, Letter to Families

The first catechists in any child’s life are its parents
or guardians. They are the ones who first provide a
child with a concept of right and wrong; the ones
who—for better or worse—make manifest the
Father's love.

Mindful of this sacred responsibility, faith is meant
to be shared within the home as part of daily life.

The home, or “domestic church,” is intended to be
a place where children can learn about, experience,
and ultimately live out the faith as a true

disciple of Christ.

With this in mind, our goal here at St. Angela Merici
is to create a catechetical program for our parish
youth that recognizes and supports parents in their
essential role. Our hope is to enter into a sacred
partnership with parents, working together to form
these precious little ones so that they can
internalize and embrace the truths of our Church
within their lives.

For the 2020-2021 school year, this partnership will
look a bit different than it has in years past due to
the current situation caused by the Covid-19
pandemic. In an effort to adhere to all current
guidelines and to keep our children and catechists
as safe as possible, we will be switching
predominantly to remote learning for this school
year for grades K-8, utilizing curriculums with fully
embedded online platforms. PSR lessons will be
assigned by catechists on a weekly basis and
students will have one week to complete all lesson
components (i.e. readings, videos, games, and
assessments) at home with their family (requiring
approximately one hour of time per week).
Optional supplemental resources will also be
provided regularly, designed to help parents more
fully incorporate faith into family living.

In addition to these weekly remote lessons, there
will also be periodic on-campus events entitled
Families in Faith.

These catechetical workshops are mandatory for
both parents/guardians and students and will
always occur on a Monday evening from 6-7:15 p.m.
They are designed to better equip parents in their
role as primary educators while also providing the
students with opportunities for hands-on, larger
group learning. Activities will include the
celebration of the Mass, Stations of the Cross and
opportunities for Reconciliation as well as
developmentally

appropriate lessons, crafts and activities.

A detailed 2020-2021 PSR Calendar can be found
on our parish website as well as the necessary
registration forms and waivers. Please note that
there is a mandatory Parent/Guardian
Orientation on Monday, August 31 at 6 pm in the
Religious Ed Library.
